Purpose of role:

e The Teacher of Maths will ensure the highest standards of learning, development and
achievement for their students and will take responsibility for the education and welfare of
all students at Co-op Academy Belle Vue. The Teacher of Maths has responsibility for the
education of students for whom they are timetabled to teach.

Set high expectations which inspire, motivate and challenge all students
e Establish a safe and stimulating environment for students, rooted in mutual respect
e Set goals that stretch and challenge students of all backgrounds, abilities and dispositions
e Demonstrate consistently the positive attitudes, values and behaviour which are expected
of all students

Promote good progress and outcomes by all students

e Promote high standards of attainment, progress and outcomes for all students

e Plan scaffolded teaching to build on students’ capabilities and prior knowledge

e Guide students to reflect on the progress they have made and their emerging needs and
adapt classroom practice if necessary

e Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of how students learn and how this impacts on
teaching

e Encourage students to take a responsible and conscientious attitude to their own work and
study

Demonstrate good subject and curriculum knowledge
